» Students who cannot attempt the 1st or 2nd
term exams on medical grounds or for
genuine reasons which have been accepted
by the Principal / Vice-Principal will have to
appear for the supplementary examinations.

Examination must be justified in writing and
in case of illness, by a Medical Certificate.
These letters and Medical Certificates,
accompanied by a covering letter from the
Parent / Guardian of the student, must be
submitted to the Principal by the last day of
