« Secure a minimum of 35 % on the average
marks of the 1st and 2nd examination
together with the Unit Tests in each subject.

» Students who cannot attempt the 1st or 2nd
term exams on medical grounds or for
genuine reasons which have been accepted
by the Principal / Vice-Principal will have to
appear for the supplementary examinations.
